About
Restore:Families is a whole family intervention for families experiencing violence and abuse from their children in the home. Families learn skills for respectful, non-violent family relationships and safety in the home. The aim is to support families to leave the programme with methods for handling problems and conflict that will prevent further instances of violence and abuse by young people. Restore Families is delivered remotely.

The Referral Process
· Families can be referred to join the programme by agencies, parents or carers
· Families referred will be assessed on their levels of need and if suitable for the programme they will be invited to join the programme
· The Restore:Families team will make contact with the family 
· Following the initial contact, if families agree to join the programme, session days and times will be to suit the family
· Referral agencies, and schools if relevant, will be kept in contact with as appropriate or requested and are welcome to support families during the programme
Referral Criteria:
Each case will be assessed on a needs basis to identify any issues that might affect their ability to participate within the programme. Young people should NOT be using violence to defend themselves against a violent family member.
